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Aberfeldy Film Festival 2017

Young Indies Short Film Competition 

Following the successful inauguration of the competition last year, Heartland Film Society is again running a Young Indies Short Film Competition as part of the Aberfeldy Film Festival, 17-19 November 2017.

The competition aims to encourage interest in films and film-making amongst youngsters of school age, from 5 to 18 years old. Films may be submitted by individuals or groups.  While some practical help from adults is acceptable, any films entered in the competition must be conceived, written, directed and produced by the youngsters themselves.  Subject to funding being received, we plan to offer film making workshops prior to the entry date and any films completed during these may be entered. 
In view of the number and range of films entered last year, there will be two categories:- 
Junior: films created by children of primary school age (5-11 yrs) and Senior: films made by youngsters of secondary school age (11–18 yrs), although members of any particular group need not actually be school pupils.  
Where, in any group, there is an overlap of ages between the two categories, the age of the film’s director will be the deciding factor.
All entries will be viewed by the selection committee, who will shortlist 6 from each category.  These 12 films will be screened in the Birks Cinema during the Aberfeldy Film Festival (17-19 November), when the winner of each group will be decided and prizes awarded.  HFS is seeking funding to enable the screening of all the remaining entries during the week preceding the festival, so that every film can be viewed on the cinema’s big screen, including any submitted by groups who have indicated on the entry form that they do not wish their work to be judged in competition.
Details to Note
Films should be no more than 10 minutes in length.

Films should be in one of the following formats: iMovie, MP4, .mov

Registration forms, together with a parent/guardian consent form for each child and the entry fee of £5.00, must be returned to the address on the form by Friday 29 September and entries submitted by Friday 27 October 2017.
Filmmakers must ensure that any music used in their film is free of copyright or that they have received permission.
In order to forewarn audiences, please decide what certificate your film should have – see the BBFC website (below) for help in deciding.
